Constitution for ____________ Youth Club

Aims

_____________ Youth Club aims to provide fun quality youth club sessions in a safe, friendly environment for young people living in the area of __________________. 

It aims to give the young people of the area opportunities to try new activities such as sport, art & craft or other leisure pursuits to gain self-esteem and new skills.

__________ Youth Club aims to provide a meeting place for young people to socialise outside school hours, which allows new friendships to develop.

Membership

Membership is open to all young people living in the area of ____________ who are between the ages of 8 – 14 years old.

The Committee

1. A Committee shall be elected to carry out the business of the group at the Annual General Meeting (AGM).

2. The Committee shall elect a Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer.

3. The Committee shall have the power to co-opt additional committee members when needed.

4. The Committee shall not meet less than 4 times a year.

5. Minutes of Committee Meetings shall be available to all members and their parents/guardians.

6. Between General meetings, the Committee may fill vacancies among Officers from within their number.

Finance

1. All money raised by or on behalf of the ________ Youth Club is to be used only to further the aims of the group or nominated charity.

2. The Treasurer shall open a Bank Account in the name of the club.

3. The Committee will nominate two signatories for cheques and bank instructions, one to be the Treasurer, with the second not being from the same household.

4. The Treasurer shall have the accounts checked by an independent person with adequate financial experience. The accounts shall be made available to members at the AGM.

Annual General Meetings

1. There shall be a General Meeting held annually, at which the Committee will report.

2. The AGM shall elect the Officers and Committee for the next year.

3. The AGM shall vote on any recommendations and amendments to the Constitution.

Quorum

No General Meeting or AGM shall take place if less than 10% of _________ Youth Club members are present, including at least three representatives from _________Youth Club committee.

Change to Constitution

The Constitution may only be altered at an AGM or at an Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) called for that purpose. Changes must be agreed by two thirds of the members present.

Dissolution

In the event of ____________ Youth Club being dissolved, any property remaining after satisfaction of all its debts shall be used for a local organisation for young people.
