PAGES PARK YOUTH SCHEME

Risk Assessment of Pages Park Pavilion

The Pages Park Youth Scheme will be running a youth club in Pages Park Pavilion and the courts behind it on evenings throughout the year. The following risks that have been identified.
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Layout of building

The pavilion has doors at either end, with a corridor off the main hall that has changing rooms on either side. 

Risks

If doors at both ends are kept open, youngsters are likely to run through the building, hang out in the changing rooms and possibly smoke there.

Risk Avoidance

The doors at both ends of the corridor will be kept locked and the doors leading out towards the courts will be used as a fire exit.

Safety Routine

On arrival the adult in charge will check that the door from the hall to the changing area is locked and will unlock the external door facing the courts.

Discos

Whilst the youth club would generally have up to 30 members, the hall can take up to 60 people for an event such as a disco.
